Guidelines for Surgical List

1.  Each eyelid operated on will count for one case.  Even when multiple procedures are performed on a single lid, count only one case.

2.  Bilateral procedures count as two cases (such as ptosis, entropion, and blepharoplasty).  When a second eyelid is used as an adjunct (such as a graft or flap), it is not a separate case.

3.  Only major cases should be included.  Removal of sutures, chalazion excision and botulinum toxin injections are not major cases.

Examples

1.  An upper lid ptosis and blepharoplasty performed on the same lid counts as one case.  List under ptosis.

2.  A bilateral upper lid ptosis repair and upper lid blepharoplasty counts as two cases.  List under ptosis.

3.  Excision of a tumor and reconstruction of the lid defect counts as one case.

4.  A dacryocystorhinostomy with intubation of the canaliculi counts as one case.

5.  A bilateral entropion repair counts as two cases.

6.   A bilateral blepharoplasty counts as two cases.
